Always strive to achieve your best in both training and matches

Listen attentively to the coach – he is trying to make you a more accomplished player and ultimately secure you a long - term future in the game.

Be respectful and polite to people at all times i.e. your team - mates, coaches, officials and the general public. Do not use inappropriate language. Never question the officials decisions – dissent to opponents and officials will not be tolerated.

Assist the coach in making sure that the equipment is safe and ready to use.

Make sure the facilities and mini buses are kept clean and tidy after use.

Equipment supplied for training and matches is the responsibility of individual players.

Be punctual at all times.

Be sure that you understand details regarding travel arrangements, reporting 15 minutes before departure time.

Take responsibility for your own personal hygiene after training and matches.

Give yourself every chance to succeed – prepare correctly for training and matches by maintaining a balanced healthy lifestyle.

Report all injuries immediately to the physiotherapist.
