A CODE OF CONDUCT FOR SCOUTS

1. Should you identify a player as having the potential to interest the club, NEVER approach that player and attempt to engage him in conversation.

2. Endeavour to identify the manager of the team for which the player participates and introduce yourself to that person.

3. Enquire if the parents/ parent of the player is in attendance at the game.

4. If so, approach the parent and introduce yourself. 

5. Ask if the player is currently registered with an academy or a Centre of Excellence.

6. If the player is NOT currently registered, you might inform the parent that the club is tracking the progress of the player and ask if the parent is prepared to provide you with a contact tel. no.

7. If the parent is NOT in attendance, ask the manager of the team if he would kindly forward your tel. no. ( or that of the club ) to the parents/ parent of the boy concerned.

8. Make NO promises to the parent regarding any future involvement with the club.

9. Your role is one of identification only.

10.  Do NOT take a youngster in your car.

Do NOT (after possibly becoming known to the boy) engage in conversation with him where you cannot be observed.
